Summary of Ephesians 1:1-14

· We understand that Paul is an apostle, he wrote the book of Ephesians to the believers in and around Ephesus.  

· Paul wrote this book while in prison and we see an attitude in Paul that is not characteristic of one being in prison.

· Paul writes the Ephesians about God’s great will and work in a believer's life.  He has predestined or chose each believer from before the world was formed and He has blessed believers with many spiritual blessings.  These spiritual blessings exist now and in the future.  

· By God choosing us, He has chosen to reveal the mystery that has been hidden, but is now revealed and this is….. CHRIST!  He has had this purpose to reveal Christ since before the beginning of time.

· God’s ultimate purpose was to ‘unite all things to him, things in heaven and on earth.’ (v.10)

· Due to God’s ultimate purpose, he has promised an inheritance to those who are in Christ.  
· God gave His believers His Holy Spirit as a pledge or security because they heard the gospel of truth and then believed.  

What does this tell us about God?
1. He is sovereign over all.

2. He has an enormous love for His children to go to ‘all that trouble’ to save His children.

3. He desires unity under His reign.

4. He does not want to keep His children in the dark while on this earth because He gave us the Holy Spirit to convict, encourage, and teach us the truths of God.
