“For” in v. 14 is there because Paul is going to explain those who weren’t able to be

“brought near” to God; how they are able now.  In order for this to happen he had to break down the “dividing wall of hostility.”  Who might this hostility be directed to?  (read v. 13-14 carefully)

Look at v. 15.  What does Paul mean when it says Christ “abolished the law of commandments and ordinances?”  Does it mean we no longer have to follow the Ten Commandments? Why or why not?

Look at v. 14-17.  What is the word that is repeated?

We see that only Christ is able to:

1. be our peace
2. make peace
3. preach true peace
· How did Christ bring peace? (use v.14-17)

· Look at v.13 and v.17.  Does anything look familiar and if so; what?

· Who are the far off and who are the near?

**** Verse 18 brings these 2 together, “through him we both have access…”  What do believers 

have access to?
