4:1 Paul is basically moving from a raw knowledge about God to raw 



action.




4:2-3 Paul gives the attitude that should go along with the knowledge

4:4-6 Paul defines what the unified body is made up of.

4:1

- Look at 2:10 and 4:1; specifically at the word “walk.”  That does “walk” mean in this context?  Why did Paul not write, “to sleep in a manner worthy of the calling…?”

- Look at the word “calling” and “called” in verse 7.  Who calls you?

- Notice that Paul added the word “worthy” to this sentence.  Read the verse over again.  He could have left word “worthy” out but chose not to; why?

This calling has already taken place.  It is not a future event that people can wait to walk in the way of the Lord.  

4:2-3
- How are believers to walk?  List the 5 descriptions of how they are to walk?
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Why would Paul choose THESE qualities to enable the believers to walk well?

They all tie into another.  You must possess humility, gentleness, and patience in order to handle other with love and to even desire to be unified.  Especially patience because as humans we can get a little carried away and impatient while waiting for someone to grow.

4:4-6
These verses show how the unified body fits together.
One body → One Spirit → One hope

One Lord → One faith → One baptism

One God and Father over all, through all, and in all.

- Why would Paul desire to use ONE in front of all those words?

- These verse point directly back to 1:9-10.  What is God’s plan through salvation? ( v. 10)
