Subject: 7th grade History – American History 1815-present

Course description: To lead the student toward an understanding of American history from 1815 to the present.  And that the learner might have an insight of the hand of God’s providence through the major events that leads to the year 2000.

Goals and Objectives:

The goal of this class is to aid the student see the hand of God’s providence through American history from 1815-present.

This class will also aid the student to explain and express the ideas that they have been taught and discovered.

Testing and grading

1. Each student will be required to develop a time that will have three historical lines of progress.  These three lines will be a black political line, a red religion line and a green economic line.  Each of these lines will be the focus of our study and lecture. The time line will be 35% of your grade.

2. Each student will take a weekly quiz over the material thus far dealt with in the class.  These quizzes will be 40% of your grade.

3. Each Student will be required to develop a visual project that will deal with an approved historical event approved of by the teacher.  These projects can be on such events as the civil war, the great depression, the Vietnam era, civil rights, the Great Depression, the Space Race,  Bill Graham Crusades, Bill Sunday, Blue Laws or Prohibition.  They can be done 3D in nature such as a battle field, or a multimedia computer presentation.  They are to be presented when or near that topic is dealt with in class.  This project will be 35% of your grade

4. Each student will read one historical biography approved by the teacher.
