Colored index cards are fine and may actually be helpful.  Please do not buy the preprinted Wheelock’s vocabulary cards.  I prefer that the students make their own.

II. Latin takes a lot of work, as most of you know.  (  With that in mind, I would like to structure the class so that mom and dad can help by using answer keys to grade daily homework & drills.  WITH red pen, please.  This will help us focus on conceptual understanding in class.  If this presents a problem, please contact me immediately.

III. Initially, the aims I have for the structure of Latin class consist of the following:

a. Going through the chapters, with a few chapters making a “unit.”  The number of chapters in a unit will depend on the difficulty of the chapters.

b. Weekly vocabulary quizzes

c. In – class instruction, drills, & translation

d. In – class or at home culture studies, once per unit

e. Homework drills & translation

f. One story from Thirty-Eight Latin Stories per unit

g. Tests over each unit with cumulative vocabulary & grammar, translation, and culture

IV. There will be a biweekly assignment sheet.  These will be given to the students and it is THEIR responsibility to both keep track of them and be sure they do what the assignment sheet says, unless I say otherwise.  If there is ever confusion, feel free to email me.

V. Grades are divided as follows: 

a. Major Grades – Tests, projects (40%)
b. Minor Grades – Quizzes, some homework (25%)
c. Daily Grades – For class-work and homework (35%)
